RE: Follow-up Survey Related to Educational Materials on Prevention of Mother-to-Child Transmission
(MTCT) of HIV

A Chairman’s Memorandum (No. 03-2012; dated August 2012) addressed prevention of MTCT of
HIV. The memorandum accompanied a mailing of educational materials for correctional facility staff. A
mailing of educational materials for pregnant inmates was also done.

The New York State Commission of Correction and New York State Department of Health
(NYSDOH) continue to promote education on prevention of MTCT of HIV for administrators, correction
officers, health care staff and pregnant inmates.
